mkCDrec makes a bootable (El Torito) disaster recovery image (CDrec.iso),
including backups of the linux system to the same CD-ROM (or CD-RW) if
space permits, or to a multi-volume CD-ROM set. Otherwise, the backups
can be stored on another local disk, NFS disk or (remote) tape.

MkCDrec supports ext2 , ext3, minix, xfs , jfs, reiserfs file systems, LVM and
software RAID (multiple devices).
